Dear Dr. Ibrahim:

Thank you for referring Mr. Frail Abdelmessih for Infectious Disease evaluation.

As you know, the patient was recently diagnosed with osteomyelitis of the left second digit.

The patient has a chronic infection of the left second digit and was treated with oral Augmentin, but recently developed diarrhea. The patient has a known past medical history of diabetes, hypertension, peripheral vascular disease, and coronary artery disease. The patient seems reasonably well motivated and I have explained to the patient that the best option might be a distal amputation of the phalanx to prevent infection from spreading. He is going to discuss this with his podiatrist. For now, the plan is to continue oral antibiotic therapy for the osteomyelitis including doxycycline and ciprofloxacin for at least six weeks. The patient will follow up with you and myself in the near future. Any results or problems will be forwarded to your attention.

Thank you for allowing me to participate in the care of your patients.
