Ms. Brisby is a 70-year-old woman currently on hospice with Alzheimer dementia.
The patient’s daughter Rosalyn is her primary caregiver.
The patient’s O2 sat on room air is around 94% which is improved. The patient does have oxygen available; at times, it dips down into the 80s, has done that in the past and she uses 2 to 4 L. She has minimal ambulation almost chair and bedbound, the total ADL dependency, bowel and bladder incontinence. She has issues with constipation. Her daughter states that they tried different medications, but it causes diarrhea. I have communicated this with the medical director via copy of this letter. The patient has had recurrent urinary tract infection related to her endstage Alzheimer dementia. Her FAST score is 7C. She has 1+ edema most likely related to protein-calorie malnutrition, recent right MAC was 25 cm, confused, has sundowner syndrome, diminished appetite, eats very little, has issues with aspiration when she eats too fast. When the patient is on oxygen, she is uncomfortable and likes to take it off. The patient’s decreased orientation and decreased mentation is related to her endstage Alzheimer dementia. Her blood pressure is stable today at 124/82. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
