Thank you for this referral.

The patient is seen, records reviewed, consultation is as follows.

SYMPTOMS: The patient does not communicate. He is in a wheelchair.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of intellectual disability, history of seizure disorder, and history of chronic anemia. The patient also has chronic gastritis and internal hemorrhoids. Latest CBC that I have from his records shows his hemoglobin to be 11.1 and hematocrit 34.2, which was in August 2022.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: He is on baby aspirin daily. Also, he takes iron supplement. He has been on escitalopram 10 mg daily. Also, he is on Keppra for his seizure and also on omeprazole.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is in a wheelchair.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Grossly unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.
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Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Mild anemia.

2. History of seizure disorder. Presently, he is on Keppra.

RECOMMENDATIONS: At this point, since I do not have a recent CBC and any iron studies difficult to ascertain the cause of anemia most likely it is from Keppra but anemia is mild so I would not change the dose. I would request you to fax me recent CBC and iron study when available. We will see the patient in three months for followup.
