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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that in 1996, the patient was in Airborne School.  The patient had multiple parachute landing falls.  The patient hit his head many times as he was landing.  The patient tells me that he hit the back of the head many times.  The patient also had another accident in 1996 in which he has slipped over in a motor vehicle Humvee.  The patient tells me that he fell into the stream because somebody fell asleep while driving.

The patient tells me that he had loss of consciousness multiple times when he was in Airborne School with multiple landing and parachute landing falls and hit the back of the head.  The patient tells me he does not remember how many times he had loss of consciousness.  He tells me every time they hit his head, the patient had severe headache, confusion, and disorientation afterwards.
The patient has significant forgetfulness. The patient also has difficulty thinking.  The patient has balance difficulties.  The patient has anger issues. The patient had feeling of anxiety and depression.  The patient feels frequent headaches.  The patient also ringing in the ears.  The patient tells me that he has word finding difficulties.  The patient has blurred vision.

The patient is currently working at manufacturing site.  The manufacturing site is for catalyst for oil refinery.  The patient tells me that his symptoms are affecting him to do his job.  The patient has significant difficulty with anger issues at work.  He tells me that his headache also affecting his concentration and focus at work.  The patient also has ringing in the ears, sometimes affecting concentration at work.

The MOCA examination score is 25/30.  The patient missed 2 on attention.  The patient missed 3 on delay recall.

It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that he had multiple falling incidents and injuries to the head, as he was in Airborne School in 1996 with multiple parachute landing and falls.  The patient tells me that multiple times, he would land on the ground, and hit the back of the head.  He had multiple loss of consciousness.  Every time he was out of consciousness, the patient will wake up confused and disoriented followed by severe headaches.  The patient currently has significant headaches.  The patient also had forgetfulness, anger issues, difficulties concentration, and ringing in the ears.  These are all common signs and symptoms of traumatic brain injury.  A MOCA examination today, the patient missed 3 on the delay recall.

I think all these symptoms are related to traumatic brain injury and these are all common signs and symptoms of traumatic brain injury.
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
