The patient tells me that that he has significant headaches.  The patient also had confusion and disorientation occasionally.
The patient currently is going to college right now at *__________*.  The patient also is a part-time reservist.  The patient tells me that these headaches are causing him significant distraction.  The patient has difficulty in concentration on his work and study.  The patient is not able to focus.
