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NEUROLOGICAL REPORT

Dear Dr. Johnson,
Donna Solis was seen on this date obtaining her medications at Wal-Mart. Today, we discussed the results of her blood work, her AREDS medicines authorization for her Leqembi infusions. Her last evaluation was for a wellness visit on April 1, 2026. MR imaging of the brain was completed. She reported that Benadryl medication “wires her up.” Tylenol, Advil and Aleve all cause a sense of numbness. She completed a Nissen fundoplication to correct the faulty sphincter muscle in her esophagus previously. Hysterectomy was completed on December 3, 2020. Pins and plates were placed in the left foot surgically. She started her Leqembi infusions in November 2025 obtaining an infusion every two weeks. Rosuvastatin 10 mg has been given daily and was restarted in October 2025. Montelukast – Singulair 10 mg was given daily in the p.m. Fluticasone propionate 50 mcg was given one spray one time a day in each nostril. AREDS2 Formula two given daily a.m. and p.m. with food. IVIZIA and/or Refresh Relieva eye drops was given one drop daily two times a day and more often if needed. She has been taking multiple vitamins with minerals one daily, vitamin D 25 mcg plus additional supplements. She takes niacinamide 100 mg, L-methylfolate 1700 mcg three pills once daily, trace mineral drops one to three drops per day, pantothenic acid 50 mg once a day, B12 methylcobalamin 1000 mcg once daily, calcium citrate with magnesium, zinc and vitamin D3 two tablets daily in the evening. She has been taking her glucosamine 1500 mg, chondroitin 1200 mg, and probiotic turmeric antiinflammatory 395 mg. She has been receiving her pneumonia shots; the last in April 2015. She received her shingle shot in September 2023 and October 2024. She received her pneumonia shot in May 2022. She experienced some pain in the arm after her shot. Colonoscopy was done in February 2023. Flu shot scheduled to perform again in 2025. COVID virus injection in October 2025. RSV shot in October 2024.
She reports that she feels improved. She had an episode of flu-like illness in December 2025. She has been receiving Leqembi infusions on a regular basis.
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The last MR brain imaging completed at the HALO Imaging Center showed a stable evaluation with no evidence for amyloid related imaging abnormalities, edema or hemorrhage (ARIA-E or ARIA-H). There was mucosal thickening seen in the right sphenoid sinus chamber with a small air-fluid level in the right maxillary sinus on December 20, 2025. No evidence for amyloid related imaging abnormalities were identified. Mild involutional changes of the cerebral hemispheres were identified. The lateral and third ventricles were mildly enlarged. Cerebellum appeared normal for age. Her last amyloid PET/CT imaging of the head was completed on May 5, 2025. The scan was positive indicating moderate to frequent amyloid neuritic plaques.
Based on her current findings and clinical examination, it is okay to continue her Leqembi infusions.
She will be seen for reevaluation and followup.

She completed the AD8 Dementia Screening Interview with no significant changes showing daily problems with thinking and memory. She completed the Montreal Cognitive Assessment (MoCA) with a score of 30/30. She underwent coronary calcium evaluation on October 27, 2023; she achieved a low score.
Donna Solis is okay to continue her Leqembi infusions.
