CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with pruritic lesion around right eye for the past several days with lesions, has been scratching “quite a bit”, also with followup of blood pressure with continued systolic elevation of 198/75. She states blood pressure at home is like 140/80 with repeated testing.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: As per chart.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Erythema around right eye extending to forehead with scattered lesions with slight crusting and vesicular type lesions to the right eyebrow. No evidence of inflammation or injury to the orbit.
IMPRESSION: Followup hypertension questionable systolic elevation, contact dermatitis right eye.

PLAN: The patient was given dexamethasone 5 mg with prescription Medrol Dosepak. Continue regular medication. Advised to bring blood pressure device here to recheck with iris and verify the accuracy of blood pressure device as well as following up on lesions of her eye. Also, recommended to see ophthalmologist; she goes to Mann Eye Clinic, to call today and try to get in there as soon as possible for verification on no ocular involvement.
