The patient is being seen for refills; Dr. Jahani’s daughter. History of ADHD since childhood, presently on Vyvanse 40 mg; before pregnancy, she has been on Dexedrine 30 mg in the past, stopped for pregnancy.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Adult attention deficit disorder.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Mother with two children.
FAMILY HISTORY: Dr. Jahani’s daughter.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: She has lost 60 pounds with work outing and diet.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Adult attention deficit disorder with a history of high lipid disease.
PLAN: Medications were refilled. To follow up in one month with recommended repeating diet in the future. Note: Call from pharmacy, she is not able to use Dexedrine. So, prescription was changed to Adderall generic 30 mg daily given #30. To follow up in one month.
