CC: Check left ear.
HPI: A 91-year-old female with Bell’s palsy affecting the right side, currently wearing an eye patch over her right eye and receiving erythromycin ophthalmic ointment twice daily to protect the cornea, conjunctivae, and lower inner eyelid. The patient generally had adequate hearing without hearing aids and is having muffled hearing on the right side. Daughter Kathy who is present yesterday requested that I examine her mother’s ear to make sure that everything is okay and if not what the plan will be to address findings. When I went into room, the patient was sitting looking at the paperwork and told me that she had been looking at family photos specifically wedding pictures some of her grandchildren. She smiled regarding this was not melancholy. I asked how things were going in her new residence and she said that everybody has been kind. She is starting to meet people in the dining room and when she adjust to living here she states it is just a matter of time before she gets out and starts meeting people. Right now with the iPad, she is a bit self-conscious.
DIAGNOSES: Bell’s palsy affecting the right side of her face, has had blurred vision in her right eye with some light sensitivity and decrease auditory acuity in her right ear. A small scalp laceration is healed there was a staple placed in it that was subsequently removed at the appropriate time and you can see the scab, which is healing. Musculoskeletal, the patient is transported in a manual wheelchair. She is little off balance and stated she did not want to take the chance of falling and injuring herself again. She is able to propel it for short distance, but staff are transporting her. I have observed her in the dining room, she sits at a table with some other residents and has been engaged in conversation with others.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Bell’s palsy affecting right side of her face. Exam of her right eye, the conjunctiva is injected. There is no drainage some mild drooping of the right lower eyelid and her right ear external ear is healthy in appearance. Exam of the ear canal it is clear. The eardrum is visible and cone of light reflection present. No significant cerumen accumulation. For comparison the left ear is examined and there is a small amount of cerumen up against the outer wall of the canal. I am able to see the tympanic membrane and there is light reflection does not appear to have fluid behind the ear canal. In both ears have a negative response to ear tug and there is no posterior regular LAD.
2. Exam of right eye and ear as requested by the patient’s daughter, the ear in particular has no cerumen accumulation. The tympanic membrane is easily visible cone of light reflection. There is no noted edema of the ear canal walls. We will just continue with our routine care.
