CC: Lab review.
HPI: The patient is 75-year-old female with a history of DM II. She was on monotherapy with alogliptin 6.25 mg tablet on MWF and Saturday. Her quarterly A1c on 12/20/2024, was 5.7 so alogliptin was stopped and today’s lab review is three-month check off any DM II medication. Her A1c is 5.6, which is in a nondiabetic range. She does not require any diabetic therapy whether it be oral or injectable medication. When asked staff, the patient has her same dietary intake and remains difficult to get her to drink fluid and no polyuria noted.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. History of DM II. The patient has had weight loss over time from 166 pounds 10/20/2023 to 128 pounds a month ago. Also its a weight loss of 38 pounds. The patient also is active propelling herself around the facility in her manual wheelchair and that is kind of a constant motion that she has propelling herself. She has intake at all three meals, but it is generally less than 50%.

2. History of DM II off alogliptin three months. No other diabetic medication taken with A1c now 5.6 in nondiabetic range. We will do no further A1c checks and DC diagnosis of DM II.
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
