CC: Lab review.
HPI: An 86-year-old gentleman who had baseline labs drawn they are reviewed today.
DIAGNOSES: Major neurocognitive disorder, hyperlipidemia, chronic seasonal allergies, hypertension, and agitation/anxiety disorder.

ALLERGIES: PCN and CHICKEN DERIVED PRODUCTS/

CODE STATUS: Full code.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. CBC review. Hemoglobin and hematocrit WNL indices are macrocytic with an MCV and MCH of 97.8 and 32.8. It is either B12 or a folate deficiency and will draw a B12 level to determine, which needs to be supplemented. Remainder CBC is WNL.
2. Hypoproteinemia. T-protein is 5.4, albumin WNL at 3.6. We will recommend a protein drink three days weekly.

3. Renal insufficiency. Creatinine is 1.39 with BUN and BUN to creatinine ratio both WNL. The patient has a history of hypertension, which factor into the renal insufficiency. On 03/11/2025, creatinine via the hospital was 1.59. We will monitor this value and recheck in two months.
4. A1c. This is a screening check and his A1c is 5.6 so in nondiabetic range. We will contact daughter Belinda and review how the patient is doing today as well as his labs.
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
