CC: Lab review.

HPI: A 78-year-old female who resides in memory care had baseline labs drawn that are reviewed today. While in memory care the patient was up and down in her manual wheelchair. She wanted to talk to me and she just seemed a little more confused or distressed then is her baseline. She is generally talkative but smily and in good spirits. I asked staff how long she has been like this and said that it is just something that has been going on the last day and half and they make sure that she eats that she drinks and she sleeps at night but then there is a behavioral change or mood change rather.

DIAGNOSES: Advanced unspecified dementia, gait instability is in a manual wheelchair she propels, DM II, HTN, OA with chronic pain and glaucoma.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from recent note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Low carb.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is seated propelling herself around.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 152/83, pulse 76, temperature 97.8, respirations 14, and weight 126 pounds, which is a weight gain of 5 pounds from 11/29.

NEURO: She speaks it is random, content, but clear. There are moments where she can convey a point and not clear that she understands what is said to her and affect at times as she appeared upset.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Overall mood change. UA with C&S to rule out UTI.

2. CBC review. Her white count is 15.7 with slightly elevated PMN at 61.8 and this would also give cause to rule out a UTI.

3. MCH decreased. Her MCV is normal as is her H&H it is one less medication for her to take so not ordering iron.

4. Hyponatremia. Sodium is 135 however the serum glucose is 254 so correction of the hyponatremia based on sodium 254 would add 1.6 for each 100/115 so 1.6 and possibly 0.4 so her sodium corrects to 137 and is thus WNL.
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
