CC: Review orders from VA and PA.

HPI: An 88-year-old gentleman seen in his room. The patient is a veteran who is followed in the VA clinics and somehow PA from VA came to see him and wrote orders did not talk to anyone in the facility. When I spoke with the patient I asked if he understood her visit and what orders she was going to write for him he said that he did not understand what she was saying and she did not talk to him very long.

DIAGNOSES: DM II, HSV II, suppressive therapy, gout, glaucoma, constipation, hyperlipidemia, BPH, pain management, peripheral neuropathy, seasonal allergies, and insomnia.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from admit note.

ALLERGIES: TETRACYCLINE, PENICILLIN, and EGG.

DIET: Low carb.

CODE STATUS: Advanced directive indicating no heroic measures.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is a robust gentleman seen in his apartment. He was cooperative.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 141/77, pulse 63, temperature 97.1, and respirations 17.

NEURO: He is quiet. Made eye contact, said a few words, but does not to offer a lot of information.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: The patient is in a manual wheelchair that he can propel. He is weightbearing for transfers. He has adequate muscle mass and motor strength.

SKIN: Warm and dry. He has dressings on both lower extremities. Stating that he has breakdown on the both lower extremities and that his dressings are changed now once a week they used to be twice a week and thinks that they are looking better.

CARDIAC: He has regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear. No cough and symmetric excursion.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. DM II. The patient is on insulin 35 units b.i.d. with NovoLog 24 units q.a.c. Last A1c was 8.5 and that was in February so we will see how he is doing in May and hopefully we would not have to do anything further. The PA’s request was that he needs to be back on his metformin. His creatinine is 1.5, which rules out metformin due to lactic acidosis and an elevated creatinine so it is not ordered and I explained that the patient and he is fine with that.

2. General care. He has not had a CMP or CBC in two years so they are ordered and will review next week.
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
