CC: Increased daytime sedation.

HPI: An 84-year-old female who staff report has started showing increased sedation in the morning and she is not able to shake it off until after lunch. In review of her medications she takes Seroquel 25 mg h.s., which may very well contribute to sedation next day. Also have noted that Haldol 0.5 mg, which was given at 1 p.m. and 7 p.m. has been on hold since 03/10 and had the 1 p.m. dose given routinely. I have spoken to med  aides from both morning and afternoon shift and they state that there has been no significant change in her behavior with or without Haldol and her behavior is more appropriate and she is interactive and compliant with care at times it will take a few redirections to get her to do things.

DIAGNOSES: Moderate stage vascular dementia, BPSD in the form of aggression or care resistance, HTN, HLD, depression, and history of CVA.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 03/10 note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular with thin liquid.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient was alert and well groomed and agreeable to being seen. The patient is verbal, can give some information and generally understands what is said to her with affect congruent to situation. Her orientation is x2.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 135/74, pulse 69, temperature 97.6, respirations 17, and O2 saturation 98%.

CARDIAC: She has regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop.

ABDOMEN: Protuberant, nontender, and bowel sounds present.

SKIN: Warm, dry, and intact. No bruising or breakdown noted.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She has fairly good muscle mass and motor strength.

PSYCHIATRIC: The patient with time has become calmer, more cooperative, and less aggressive verbally. No report or evidence of hallucinations or delusions.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Dementia would BPSD. Her dementia has remained stable. The BPSD has also decreased and that is in the face of holding Haldol and then decreasing it to just once daily with no noted behavioral problems so I am discontinuing Haldol altogether.

2. Moderate arthritis of right hip. The patient is undergoing PT with Amedisys and now using a walker and she seems to have less pain and is taking Norco b.i.d. so she still gets around but more comfortably.
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
