HPI: A 96-year-old female who had labs ordered 04/15, available on 04/16, we will review with the patient when I am here later this week.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Hypoproteinemia. T-protein and ALB are 5.4 and 2.2, recommend a protein drink at least MWF. The patient is agreeable to that. She did ask about having an ice cream shake and I told her she could have the protein drink with ice cream mixed into it and get more bang for her buck and she wants to try that. Remainder of CMP WNL.

2. Anemia. H&H are 10.6 and 33.6 with normal indices and a normal WBC count and differential. These values are an improvement from previous levels of 10/30.5, no intervention required.

3. Thrombocytopenia. Platelet count is 97 and 12/2023, 126,000. The patient does not have evidence of bleeding and she does have some bruising on her forearm that she stated occurred in skilled care.
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
