CC: Routine followup.
HPI: An 88-year-old gentleman seated in his room, pleasant as usual. The patient was treated for UTI on 03/06/25 with Cipro 250 mg b.i.d. for five days. The patient spends most of his time in his room. He does come out for meals. He has had no falls and the only acute medical issue was the UTI. 
DIAGNOSES: Centrilobular emphysema, chronic seasonal allergies, AAA, BPH, gait abnormality – uses a wheelchair, B12 deficiency, MCI, and overactive bladder.

MEDICATIONS: Tylenol ER 650 mg q.12h., ASA 81 mg q.d., Azelastine nasal spray b.i.d., Lasix 20 mg q.d., Toprol 25 mg q.12h., Myrbetriq 25 mg q.d., and omeprazole 40 mg q.d. 
ALLERGIES: MOTRIN and PLAVIX.

DIET: Regular, soft texture.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, seated comfortably in the room and cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 114/73, pulse 77, temperature 97.5, respirations 18, O2 sat 96%, and weight 170 pounds.

HEENT: EOMI. PERLA. Anicteric sclerae. Nares patent. He makes eye contact.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate with clear lung fields. No cough and symmetric excursion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop. PMI nondisplaced.
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ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: The patient ambulates with a walker, leaning forward on it and can be unsteady, but goes from room to the dining area. He has no lower extremity edema. He has generalized decreased muscle mass with limited motor strength.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. General care. The patient appears stable though he is in a somewhat debilitated state, but he will ask for help when he needs it, but can be stubborn about that as well. He denies any pain and still wants to be independent which is fine. 
2. Anxiety. The patient has low dose Ativan p.r.n. He is able to ask for that and has done so a couple of times in the past four weeks.
