HPI: A 69-year-old gentleman lying in bed when seeing. I got a call earlier from Mercy Home Health who follows the patient and they had noted crackles bilateral lung fields and they are responsible for changing his suprapubic catheter every month and told me that staff here in the facility had not been flushing his catheter daily as they are supposed to and that has caused some clogging, which requires premature replacement of the catheter. So its discomfort to the patient and a lack of follow-through on the staff here that I was discussed with him. The patient was seen in room, he was napping, but did awaken and was cooperative and he acknowledges staff have not been flushing his catheter and reassured him that was going to be addressed. He has no complaints since his wife passed. He was already someone who tended to stay in his room, it took him a while but he has gone back to going to meals in the dining room and will get up and sit his living room and go out into the larger day room on occasion. He was cooperative today.
DIAGNOSES: Neurogenic bladder with indwelling Foley, vascular dementia secondary CVA, bowel incontinence, depression, seizure disorder, GERD.

MEDICATIONS: Sanctura XR 60 mg q.d., MiraLax p.r.n., Lipitor 40 mg h.s., Plavix q.d., Docusate b.i.d., Aricept 10 mg q.d., Lexapro 10 mg q.d., Pepcid 20 mg h.s., Lamictal 25 mg b.i.d., Keppra 500 mg b.i.d., lisinopril 10 mg b.i.d., eye lubricant OU q.d., Namenda 10 mg q.d., MVI q.d., Zyprexa 5 mg q.d., oxybutynin 10 mg q.d., Rexulti 2 mg q.d., Trintellix 10 mg q.d.

ALLERGIES: CODEINE, PCN, and EES.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

POA: Daughter Christie Yeager.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 120/62, pulse 64, temperature 97.3, respirations 17, and weight 250 pounds.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm. No MRG.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

GU: Foley secure, the bag is catching clear though yellow urine. Minimal sediment in the tubing.
RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear without cough.

NEURO: The patient made eye contact. Speech was clear. Voiced his needs and understood given information.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Indwelling Foley have written for facility staff to do the previously ordered daily normal saline flushes and that can be related to home health.

2. Previous report of crackles bilaterally in the lung fields by exam that had not happened. Staff told me that he stays in bed for a prolonged period of time. He tends to get gunky his lungs from sinus drainage that he makes no effort to expectorate before I saw him he had been gotten up for a late lunch, so he had expectorated whatever needed to come up at that time. So, I suggested that he set up earlier in the day rather than letting it happen and explained that to him having the comment.

3. HTN BPs that were reviewed have been WNL along with same for heart rate. No change in medications.
