CC: ER followup.
HPI: An 85-year-old with an indwelling catheter inserted at the perineum. There have been problems with the catheter in the sense of tube clogging requiring change prior to the q. monthly scheduled catheter change and this requires an ER visit in addition to the trauma to his body and discomfort as well as potential source of infection. The patient’s most recent ER visit was 04/09 secondary to tubing obstruction sent to Integris SWMC, tubing was replaced without difficulty and returned with no new orders. He is seen today in his room, he was sitting on his bed, awake. He told me about the ER visit. I told him I was aware and want to make sure that he was okay and that we are looking at something that home health will do to help decrease in tube obstruction so that he will only require the monthly catheter change. He stated that is something he would really appreciate as it is uncomfortable to have his catheter placed much less before the due date.
DIAGNOSES: Indwelling perineal catheter, CKD-III, and BPH with a history of prostate CA.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Bladder outlet obstruction requiring perineal catheter. There had been issues related to obstruction of tubing requiring premature replacement most recently on 04/09 at SWMC ER. The patient is followed by Apex Home Health and will request that they do an acetic acid flush weekly to help decrease sediment buildup in tubing.
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
