HPI: An 86-year-old with advanced Alzheimer’s disease who staff report has over the past week had episodes of being unaware where he is at or what is going on and starts talking about things that are not present as though they were and evident confusion without distress. He was seen in his room. Wife present they were napping. The patient is started having some cognitive changes indicating demonstrating that he is confused about where he is and what is going on and trying to reorient him seems to increase the confusion. Today, staff stayed at lunch time that he was trying to push his wife’s food onto her lap and despite being redirected, which led to her taking food off her plate and throwing it at him so they had a food fight amongst them until he was removed.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
MUSCULOSKELETAL: He ambulates with a walker has no edema.

SKIN: Dry just some scattered all bruising in various stages of healing.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Advanced Alzheimer’s disease with changes that may be signaling staging and has had some aggression demonstrated, which is new for him. We will monitor and address as needed.
2. General care. The patient is followed by Traditions Hospice and he is current on labs.
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
