CC: 90-day note.
HPI: An 85-year-old who has had no acute medical events or falls. This 90-day interval, he tends to be quiet keep to himself and is cooperative with care. Today, I missed him as he went out to a ride with some other residents, which is also a good indicator. There is a point in time where he just wanted to stay in his room so socialization has improved.
DIAGNOSES: Advanced Alzheimer’s disease, gait instability uses a walker, major depressive disorder, HTN, GERD, restless leg syndrome, and history prostate CA.
MEDICATIONS: Clonazepam 0.5 mg b.i.d., Depakote 125 mg q.a.m., Prozac 20 mg q.d., Norco 10/325 mg one tab b.i.d., melatonin 5 mg h.s., Nystatin h.s., oxybutynin ER 10 mg h.s., Protonix 40 mg q.d., ropinirole 0.5 mg h.s., and Senna Plus q.d.
ALLERGIES: NKDA
DIET: Regular.
CODE STATUS: DNR.

HOSPICE: Tender Care Hospice.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is at off unit.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 121/54. Pulse 60. Temperature 98.0. Respirations 18. Oxygen saturation 97%. Weight 146 pounds.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. 90-day note. No acute falls or other medical events. He has had labs within the last six months that are WNL so no intervention needed in that regard.
2. Weight check in December. He weighed 148.2 pounds. So he has lost 2.2 pounds. BMI is 19.8. So, we will increase his Ensure to b.i.d.
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
