HPI: A 97-year-old who was seen yesterday for lab review, became upset that things were normal and wanted to know why we did not believe that she has got several medical illnesses and that doctors have told her she has infection widespread etc. After watching her behavior yesterday and then the input from staff is that every day is an issue with her and behaviorally she escalates to the point that the focus is on her consuming a lot of staff time being argumentative etc. Depakote 125 mg was initiated this morning, she received a dose, did not make a fuss about it. Today, I passed by her room and she said hello and she wanted to know how I was doing. I stopped a moment, we exchanged niceties and then I was on my way without any effort on her part to keep me there. Staff report that she has been lower key and more cooperative today.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Dementia with behavioral issues in the form of argumentative, agitation and care resistance. Depakote 125 mg q.a.m. and we will monitor benefit versus side effect and adjust dose as needed; if evening dose is warranted, we will add that next week.
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
