CC: Increased GERD.

HPI: An 85-year-old with dysphagia and reflux, treated with Pepcid 20 mg q.d. and Tums 500 mg in the afternoon. Today, going to lunch, he stopped and told me that his stomach has been bothering him. He has had no nausea, but more of just a burning sensation. He has no dysuria. His bowel pattern is stable, had a BM this morning and this has not been an ongoing symptom.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient appeared at baseline in manual wheelchair that he was propelling.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Good neck and truncal stability in his wheelchair. He is propelling it. He has trace ankle edema. Otherwise, no LEE.

GI: Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness, but palpation in the epigastric area is where he cites his discomfort.

NEUROLOGIC: He is alert. He is oriented x 2-3. Speech is clear, voices his needs, understands given information. He is HOH.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Dyspepsia. He was given an additional 500 mg Tums and when checked 20 minutes later, he stated the symptoms had resolved.

2. Reflux with periodic increase in symptoms. Tums 500 mg one p.o. b.i.d. p.r.n. I discussed this with the patient, he is capable of asking for medication as needed.
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
