The patient as a matter of fact had complete loss of consciousness for few minutes.  However, afterwards, the patient had complete amnesia.  He does not remember what happened for the next 24 hours.  Everything was told by his wife.  The patient did not remember what happened.  The patient became white, but then he does not know what happened for the next 24 hours.  The patient was confused and disoriented. He had severe head pain.
Since the event, the patient became easily irritable.  The patient gets space out.  The patient has significant difficulty to concentrate.  The patient cannot find words.  The patient act like other people with traumatic brain injury according to the patient.  The patient gets angered easily.  The patient has depression.  The patient has personality changes.  The patient has constant headaches.  The patient has difficulty sleeping.  The patient feels overwhelmed easily.  The patient tells me that he has hyperarousability.
The patient is currently working for the Air Force.  The patient used to be a pilot.  However, he has significant difficulty to concentrate and focus because of the headaches.  The patient is not able to perform as a pilot anymore.  The patient has significant difficulty with irritability.  The patient becomes very easily angered at work.  The patient gets depressed.  The patient is word fighting difficulties.  It is preventing him from continuing to work as a pilot.
