Dear Dr. Ausiello:

This is a telemedicine followup visit for Mr. Uram with stage IIIB chronic kidney disease, hypertension and diabetic nephropathy.  His last visit was October 5, 2023.  He is feeling well.  No hospital admissions.  No procedures since his last visit.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, blood or melena.  No chest pain or palpitations.  No dyspnea, cough or sputum production.  Urine is clear without cloudiness or blood.  No nocturia.  No incontinence.  No leaking.  No edema.

Medications:  I want to highlight lisinopril with hydrochlorothiazide 20/25 mg one daily, he takes several medications for psychiatric illness, also dementia and other medications are unchanged.

Physical Examination:  Weight is 195, pulse 91 and blood pressure is 139/77.

Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done February 29, 2024.  Albumin 4.7, calcium is 10.4, his creatinine is 1.83, estimated GFR is 39, previous levels 1.56 and 1.67, electrolytes are normal, phosphorus 3.2 and his hemoglobin is 16.2 with normal white count and normal platelets.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IIIB chronic kidney disease, stable overtime.  No uremic symptoms.  No indication for dialysis.

2. Diabetic nephropathy also stable.

3. Hypertension currently at goal.

4. Dementia and psychiatric illness currently controlled.

5. Type II diabetes also stable.  The patient will have lab studies every three months and he will have a followup visit with this practice in six months.

All of the above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided and questions answered to the patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
