Dear Dr. Reichmann:

This is a followup for Mr. Kniffen who has chronic kidney disease, urinary retention, enlargement of the prostate, and obstructive uropathy.  Last visit October.  Recent cataract surgery bilateral without side effects.  No recurrence of urinary tract infection.  In the past was doing bladder catheterization.  Follows with urology Dr. Mills.  I did an extensive review of systems for the most part being negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight the Norco and Lipitor.

Physical Examination:  Today weight 265 stable, blood pressure by nurse 138/79, at home 140/80.  He is a tall large obese person.  Recent cataract surgery.  Decreased hearing.  Normal speech.  No facial asymmetry.  No carotid bruits or JVD.  Respiratory and cardiovascular no major abnormalities.  Obesity of the abdomen, no tenderness.  1+ edema bilateral.  No cellulitis.  No neurological deficits.
Labs:  Chemistries April, creatinine 1.9 he is being in the middle lower 2s, GFR 37 stage IIIB.  Normal sodium and potassium.  Mild metabolic acidosis.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus. No anemia.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage IIIB.

2. History of obstructive uropathy, enlargement of the prostate, urinary retention, self catheterization and recurrent urinary tract infection, clinically stable.

3. Blood pressure acceptable.

4. Presently no anemia.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Normal potassium and acid base.  No need to change diet or treat high potassium.  No need for bicarbonate for metabolic acidosis, everything is stable.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
