I had the pleasure to see Ms. Wang today for initial evaluation for abnormal brain MRI.
CHIEF COMPLAINT

Abnormal brain MRI.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is an 82-year-old male, chief complaint of abnormal brain MRI.  Majority of the history according to the patient’s son.  According the patient son, in January 2023, the patient was admitted to the emergency room for increase in high blood pressure.  The patient felt dizzy at that time. His systolic blood pressure was in 117 according to the patient’s son.  The patient was evaluated at Valley Care Medical Center.  The patient had brain MRI.  It was found that he had no stroke symptoms.  There is no hemiparesis.  No hemibody sensory changes.  Subsequently dizziness resolved.  The patient is currently feeling a lot better.  There is no dizziness right now. There is no hemiparesis.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY
1. High blood pressure.
2. Dizziness.

3. Nausea.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY

Appendectomy.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS
None.

ALLERGIES
No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY
The patient is married with two children. The patient is retired.  The patient does not smoke.  The patient does not drink alcohol.  The patient does not use illicit drugs.
FAMILY HISTORY

There is no family history of similar medication condition.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS
The patient has intermittent chest pain.
DIAGNOSTIC TESTS
The brain MRI, done at Norcal imaging, showed that there is no to acute intracranial abnormalities.  There is no acute infarct.  However, there is finding for chronic small vessel disease which is likely due to hypertensive arteriosclerosis.

IMPRESSION
Periventricular white matter changes.   This is likely due to high blood pressure.  Explained the patient that high blood pressure can cause these type of findings on the brain MRI very commonly.  His dizziness is completely resolved.  He tells me that his blood pressure also being normal now.
RECOMMENDATIONS: 

1. Explained the patient of the above diagnoses.

2. Brain MRI results.
3. Explained the patient common signs and symptoms of an acute stroke, which included hemiparesis, hemibody sensory changes, diplopia, dysarthria, and dysphagia.
4. Explained the patient go to nearest emergency room if he develops any other signs and symptoms.
5. I will follow with the patient in three months.  Explained the patient let me know immediately if he develop any different symptoms.
