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A 65-year-old woman currently on hospice is being evaluated for face-to-face with history of postpolio syndrome and hypertension. The patient is in pain. She requires pain medication around the clock and antispasmodic. The patient has a KPS score of 40%. Her appetite has been diminished because she states she is not eating very much because of her pain. She started with a MAC of 23 cm on or about July 2024. The patient states that she has lost weight. She is weak. She feels debilitated. Of course, she is bowel and bladder incontinent and she is ADL dependent because of her postpolio syndrome. Meanwhile her L MAC has dropped to 25 stable. Her O2 sat is 96% today with a normal blood pressure. Other comorbidities include COPD, asthma, DJD, hyperlipidemia, and bowel and bladder incontinent. KPS has dropped from 50 to 40% at this time. The nurses, aides and the caretaker states that the patient has good response to her pain medication. Her constipation has been managed related to her pain medications. She did have a fall a week or two ago, but required help of others to help her, but ambulation has been very compromised because of her symptoms.
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
