CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after emergency room visit. The patient complained of right-sided rib pain and abnormal CT scan of the chest.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his granddaughter stating that he has abdominal distention after that vomited three times felt very weak and this was few weeks ago. After that the patient was taken to the emergency hospital and he stayed there for several hours and had extensive evaluation including CT scan of the chest after that he was released back to home. His CT scan of the chest showed small pericardial effusion and also prostatic enlargement. There was no significant pneumonia or any masses.
At this time, the patient also complained of right-sided weakness and the CT also showed fracture of the transverse process of lumbar II vertebrae. At this time, the patient does not have any pain in that area.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, ear pain, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling, calf swelling, or tremors.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and he is on amlodipine 2.5 mg tablet once a day, lisinopril 20 mg tablet once a day, and metoprolol 100 mg tablet once a day along with low-salt diet.

The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 40 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.

The patient has a history of prostatic enlargement and he is on dutasteride 0.5 mg tablet once a day along with tamsulosin 0.4 mg once a day.
The patient has a history of hypothyroidism and he is on levothyroxine 75 mcg once a day.

The patient has a history of diabetes and he is on metformin 500 mg tablet one tablet twice a day along with low-carb diet.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.

Right rib examination reveals no significant deformity or skin changes.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Examination reveals no significant tenderness of the lumbar spine and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
