CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with a wart under the right arm for the past several days with questionable irritation from deodorants.
He was seen here a few weeks ago for hidradenitis to left axilla, given Augmentin before, now with lesions to right axilla, to stop deodorant.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of hypertension, diabetes, hypothyroidism, hyperlipidemia, GERD, and hypogonadism and has had stents.
SOCIAL/FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory except for wife has recently been seen here also same time for abscess to lower abdomen and now with lesions around her navel for the past several days.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As above, same description by wife.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Skin: Papular nodules to right axilla x3 approximately 1 cm in diameter, without tenderness or fluctuance, without evidence of adenopathy or lymphangitis. Extremities: Otherwise, within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Axillary nodules with recent hidradenitis, suspect reaction to the deodorant, because of lesions *__________* to consider staph infection.
PLAN: The patient is given a prescription for Bactrim and doxycycline and also written instructions on hygiene, be aware of other lesions for both him and his wife. Follow up as needed and for routine care.
