CC: Lab review.

HPI: An 84-year-old gentleman with a diagnosis of parkinsonism on Sinemet, DM-II he has been on metformin 1 g q.a.m, and a history of bipolar disorder for which he is on lithium 300 mg q.a.m. and 150 mg h.s. Labs are reviewed and I have some indications for changes in medication. CMP: He has renal insufficiency with BUN of 32 and a creatinine of 1.54. His creatinine is contraindication for metformin, so that medication is discontinued and in its place will be glipizide 2.5 mg at breakfast and then at dinner. The patient’s A1c based on his age as a target of 7.5 to 8. So, I anticipate that he will meet that desired goal. Remainder of BMP was WNL.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Anemia. H&H R 12.0 and 38.9 and this is in comparison to previous lab 12/20/23 of 11.1 and 35.6, so there has been improvement. MCV is microcytic at 101.3. Platelet count WNL. No indication for intervention.

2. Lithium value. Lithium is 0.80. So, it is within target range. His previous value in December was 1.10 on the same dosing schedule. So, it was higher, unsure the difference. So, we will recheck it in three months. Once his level is in a stable range then level will be checked q.3 months until that time and then it will be q.6 months. This is explained to wife who wanted it checked every two weeks.
