CC: X-ray review.

HPI: A 90-year-old gentleman seen yesterday with a persistent raucous cough. CXR was done and reviewed with the patient in room today. Essentially, there is coarsening of the bronchovascular markings suggesting underlying obstructive airway disease, small left pleural effusion, and diffuse osseous demineralization with anterior wedging of the lower thoracic vertebrae. I explained this to the patient and he seemed to have some understanding, but was not particularly concerned about the results. I just signed for his Tussionex Pennkinetic and I am asking the nursing staff to call pharmacy to stat it out so that he can begin receiving. Otherwise, no issues of concern.
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
