CC: Lab review.

HPI: An 84-year-old gentleman who had labs and was seen yesterday. I called his wife/POA Michelle Fuller and I told her that I had his labs available and wanted to review them with her. She was very pleased about that. As it turned out the end, she brings up that she worries about him more when she is gone and when she is here and I then remembered she is on vacation in New York City. So, I tried to make it quick so she could get back to her vacation. So, labs were reviewed.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Renal insufficiency. BUN and creatinine are 32 and 1.56. The patient is not on diuretics. I encouraged him to drink more fluid. We will do a follow up value in a month. Remainder of BMP WNL.

2. Anemia. H&H are 12 and 38.9 with a normal platelet count of 205. There is a mildly macrocytic MCV, but MCH is WNL. H&H are actually improved from 12/20/23 of 11.1 and 35.6, no treatment indicated.

3. Lithium level. Lithium is 0.80 on 150 mg of lithium h.s. and 300 mg q.a.m. His last lithium level on the same dose was on 12/20/23 was 1.10. We will recheck lithium in six weeks.

4. DM-II. I am told her that I discontinue metformin given his creatinine of 1.50 and started him on glipizide 2.5 mg at breakfast and at dinner and we will see how he does. I will also redraw an A1c in six weeks and if it is less than 8, I will discontinue the glipizide. Wife was happy with all of those results and to be called and she is in agreement with my decision making.
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
