HPI: The patient is a pleasant elderly female seated in the dining room. She makes eye contact and is engaging. She talks. Her speech is clear, but it can be random and tangential. Staff reports that she continues to be compliant with care. She comes out for meals and activities and seems to blend in with everyone. She continues with independent ambulation, feed herself, and staff will just monitor to see if and when she does need assist. If she does, she will make her needs known.

DIAGNOSES: Moderately advanced Alzheimer’s disease, BPSD previously she was bullying other residents that has decreased and sundowning.

MEDICATIONS: Tylenol 500 mg one tablet q.6h. routine, Depakote 125 mg q.a.m. and 125 mg q.p.m., Haldol 0.25 mg at 4 p.m. and Zoloft 50 mg q.d.

ALLERGIES: CODEINE.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular with thin liquid.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Petit older female who was seated in the living room with other residents. She seemed to enjoy herself of being around them.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 122/65, pulse 61, temperature 97.8, respirations 17, and weight 101 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She moves limbs in a seated position and in normal range of motion. She has no lower extremity edema. Today, she was ambulating independently though her walker was in the dining room. She come from her room with aide and then got herself up and walked into the living area.

NEURO: She makes eye contact. She speaks. It is clear. She gives brief answers to basic questions and she will talk with other residents.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Moderately advanced Alzheimer’s disease, stable. Behavioral issues have significantly decreased and not been an issue in about six to eight weeks and her behavioral medications are effective, but not sedating or altering her baseline cognition.

2. General care. She is compliant with care, interacts with other residents, and has had no falls or other acute medical issues occur.
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
