HPI: An 88-year-old female who is seen in room, she is sitting up quietly and she is followed by Tradition’s Hospice. A UA was obtained 04/19 and return positive on 04/22 for vancomycin-resistant enterococcus fascia. Her consult with pharmacy recommendation is Linezolid 300 mg one p.o. q.12h. x14 days. The patient was started on that yesterday and today is her second day. After I had left from seeing her, she wanted me to request that I come back and talk to her and she asked me when her Foley catheter was coming out and I told her based on her last visit with her urologist that it is recommended to stay in place and she has difficulty voiding or urinating on her own. She just looked at me and said so when is it can come out and I told it was not. She was disappointed, I explained why she said well it does feel just funny it is uncomfortable and I told her I understood, but we had to do what we could and so she was fine after that. Then later I see that her daughter and POA Bonnie Webb wants to take her mother to Texas for two weeks and she wants to know if the patient is able to go, I have not spoken to Bonnie but will contact her tomorrow there would be a lot involved if that were to occur.
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
