CC: Lab review.

HPI: A 94-year-old gentleman seen in his room. He was pleasant and going to his room when went to see him. I asked the patient how he was feeling and he stated that he was doing okay, he sounded a little bit congested and I asked him about that and he said that it was just he had been outside in the wind. These are his annual labs that were reviewed.

DIAGNOSES: Dementia, which has progressed, HTN, CAD, GERD, insomnia, depression, seasonal allergies, and myalgias/arthralgias.

ALLERGIES: PCN.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Pleasant and alert gentlemen.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 102/66, pulse 98, temperature 97.5, respiration 18, and weight 173.2 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He continues to ambulate with his walker. He is slower and takes a little more effort. He has trace lower extremity edema.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Anemia mild. H&H of 13.1 and 37.3 with normal indices. No intervention required.

2. Thrombocytopenia. Platelet count is 132K, last year it was 135K so there has been a mild decrease. He does not have evidence of excessive bruising or bleeding so no treatment is required.

3. BMP review. All values WNL to include that he is adequately hydrated and I patted him on the back for that.
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
