HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mr. *__________* is a 52-year-old African American male seen today on rounds. He is hemodynamically and clinically stable. The patient has severe intellectual disabilities and is noted to be confused most of the time. There has been no endorsement of nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, constipation, abdominal pain, chest pain, vision changes, hearing changes, or bleeding. PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Peptic ulcer, hypertension, seizure disorder, severe intellectual disability, intermittent explosive disorder and PEG tube dependence.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Benztropine mesylate, buspirone, chlorpromazine, Geri-Tussin, lactulose, lorazepam, *__________*, morphine sulfate, Omega-3, cobalamine, Seroquel, trazodone, and vitamin B12.

ALLERGIES: COREG.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As per above 

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 134/76, temperature 96.3, heart rate 70, respiration 18, and oxygen saturation 96% on room air. HEENT: Benign. Neck: Supple. No JVD noted. Lungs: Clear to auscultation bilaterally. Chest: Rising even and symmetrically. Cardiovascular: Regular rate. Regular rhythm. Normal S1 and S2. No clicks, rubs or murmurs. Abdomen: Soft, nontender and nondistended. Bowel sounds present x 4. Neurologic: Grossly nonfocal. Dermatological: Shows no suspicious lesions.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Severe intellectual disabilities. Continue current therapy and assistance with ADLs. Continue hospice.

2. Seizure disorder. Continue current medications and continue hospice.

3. Behavioral disorder. Continue current medications and continue hospice.

4. Chronic constipation. Continue current medications.
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
