Ms. Herrera is a 77-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her type II diabetes management. She was diagnosed with type II diabetes at the age of 55 years old. She also has a history of hypertension and hypothyroidism. She also has history of GERD. For her diabetes, she is on Levemir 30 units twice a day. She has tried multiple medications and failed secondary to GI side effects. Her latest hemoglobin A1c is 9.2%. She failed metformin secondary to GI side effects. She failed Januvia, glimepiride, Trulicity, and Mounjaro secondary to GI side effects. The patient states that she eats small meals throughout the day. She wears a FreeStyle Libre 2 System for continuous glucose monitoring. She denies any frequent episodes of hypoglycemia. She denies any polyuria, polydipsia, or polyphagia. She reports some tingling in her feet. She uses LibreView and her average blood glucose is 236.

Plan:

1. For her type II diabetes, we will adjust the patient’s diabetic medications. Her current hemoglobin A1c is 9.2%. We will adjust the patient’s medications to Soliqua 36 units once daily and continue lispro based on a sliding scale.

2. The patient uses a Freestyle Libre 2 meter and we downloaded this and her average blood glucose was 236.

3. For her hypothyroidism, we will continue her current dose of levothyroxine 88 mcg daily and recheck a thyroid function panel prior to her return.

4. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.

5. For her hyperlipidemia, she is intolerant to statins and therefore she is on Repatha therapy.
