The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for Telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: David is a 46-year-old single Caucasian male who has history of schizophrenia chronic paranoid type and has been doing fairly well. Currently, he described that he is feeling good and sleeping good. The patient has been undergoing two court cases because of one reason or the other. Although the court date has been given to 06/27/2024 the court has recommended psychiatric evaluation to the forensic center. He described he has postponed the date and may be he will make another appointment. He described that he is not depressed or suicidal. He denies any hallucinations or paranoid delusion. He denies any side effect of the medication. His weight is 230. I further discussed that he should improve his socialization, go out and may be discuss with the family if he is not able relate with other people in the neighborhood. The patient agreed and he claimed that he is all right. The patient would like to talk on audio and does not want to go to video. He described that he has no suicidal thoughts. He denies any hallucinations. There was no involuntary movement or any symptoms of acathisia or restlessness. The patient was given further insight into his medications, issues or any problems although he has been compliant with the treatment.

ASSESSMENT: Schizophrenia chronic paranoid. Deneis any depression, anxiety, mood swings, any suicidal or homicidal thoughts or any symptoms of paranoid.

PLAN: We will send the prescrption for Prolixin 5 mg twice a day, and olanzapine 20 mg daily, 30-day supply was ordered. Risk, benefit and side effect are explained. The patient was also encouraged to get his evaluation done at the forensic center and try to continue taking his medications.
