HPI: A 94-year-old with advanced endstage vascular dementia wheelchair bound who has increased sleep and decreased p.o. intake is seen today. The patient was in his wheelchair and he can propel it for short distance, but has to be transported otherwise. The patient was alert. He made eye contact. He is verbal. His speech is somewhat clear. He can mumble and has to repeat himself. His focus is just on he stated that he was ready to go. When I asked him if he was having pain, if he was feeling sad or depressed as a part of being ready to go, he brought up the fact that he does have pain, does not feel like what he is taking now is helping. I told him we would review his pain medication and work to address that more appropriately. I brought up to him his hospice. He is followed by Traditions, recently increased his Cymbalta which helps with nerve pain and that his Xanax which has helped with anxiety has been increased and he was happy about that. He has had no falls or other acute medical issues in the past couple of weeks.
DIAGNOSES: Advanced endstage vascular dementia, senile frailty with progression, wheelchair bound, chronic pain, HOH with hearing aids, HTN, HLD, and insomnia.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

MEDICATIONS: Going forward, Cymbalta 30 mg q.d., alprazolam 0.5 mg b.i.d., Norco 5/325 mg a.m. and h.s., and Coreg 12.5 mg h.s.
