CC: Lab review.

HPI: A 78-year-old who I spoke to last week regarding some bullying type behavior with another resident. Daughter was here and family has raised the issue previously that behavioral changes usually are indicators for UTI. So UA was ordered in addition to CBC and BMP. She is seen today to review that. She is sitting at the counter in the dining room with her son whose name is Warren Jones. However, he introduced himself as Boomer. Staff reports that the patient has been coming to meals, sitting around the dayroom, but has not drawn into a certain group of female residents who like to talk about other residents and have been sometimes not so kind. When I saw the patient, she was pleasant and wanted to hear her labs. When she knew the results, she stated that she was happy things were good. I did not raise the issue of the behavioral things as it appears that that has resolved. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Petite older female, dressed as usual and interactive.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 116/74, pulse 83, temperature 97.6, respirations 16, and weight 114.6 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Generalized sarcopenia. No edema. She ambulates independently. She moves arms in a normal range of motion.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with decreased integrity and decreased turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. BMP reviewed. GFR is 53 and remainder is also WNL.

2. CBC reviewed. all WNL.

3. UA clear. It was not reflexed and microscopically there was mixed flora consistent with skin and genitalia flora. No basis for infection. 
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
