CC: Refusing medication and general decline.

HPI: An 89-year-old with end-stage unspecified dementia and BPSD in the form of care assistance and she is now on hospice. The patient recently has been spitting out her medications to include liquid Norco hoping that the solution would be more palatable and she would swallow it, but she is not. Pain is a component of her agitation and keeping her up at night. She has seen in her wheelchair sitting in the day room. She is primarily nonverbal though she does have capacity to say a few words here and there, which are generally random and out of context. Her p.o. intake is also declined. She has to be fed and at this point she is total care. She also has some constipation secondary to previous Norco use and the issue will be getting her to swallow the medication.

DIAGNOSES: End-stage Alzheimer’s dementia, BPSD in the form of care resistance, chronic pain, osteoporosis, AFib on Eliquis, disordered sleep pattern, DM II and HTN.

ALLERGIES: HONEY, CODEINE and SULFA.

DIET: Puréed with regular liquid.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient seated in wheelchair out in dayroom. She makes no eye contact and keeps her head down, appears a bit disheveled.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 111/76, pulse 87, temperature 97.9, respirations 19, O2 sat is 97%, and weight 168.4 pounds.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: She sits in a wheelchair, hunched over and does not raise her head. Does not propel her chair. She can weight bear, but does not know to pivot or to assist in transfer so she is a full transfer assist. Has no LEE. Generalized decrease motor strength.

NEURO: Orientation x1 and is primarily nonverbal. Unable to voice her needs, but she demonstrates that she does not want some things by spitting them out, etc., and she has to be fed.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm. No M, R or G.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. BPSD and from care resistance spitting out all medications to include liquid pain medication, I am discontinuing all meds with the exception of comfort meds.

2. Constipation. Liquid Colace will be obtained and we will do the minimum amount needed.

3. Social. Contacted her daughter/POA Sarah Streets and informed her of the above changes. She was in agreement.
