CC: Lab review and spoke with daughter.

HPI: A 95-year-old seen in room daughter present. She was groomed sitting up in her wheelchair. Staff reports that the patient has been talking about wanting to get out of here and she did bring that up somewhat indirectly that wondering when she can go she does not think that right now she can take care of herself, wants to go home and do so. The patient maintains some independence in her ADLs. Labs were reviewed and then some orders as a result of labs were discussed.

DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease with BPSD, gait instability in wheelchair, DJD bilateral knees, macular degeneration, chronic pain, and wrist osteoporosis.

ALLERGIES: PCN and CODEINE.

DIET: NAS.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 04/19/23 note.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient was well groomed. She was alert and attentive.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 121/82, pulse 107, temperature 97.1, respirations 18, O2 sat is 95%, and weight 119.6 pounds.
NEURO: Makes eye contact. Speech is clear. Insight and judgment are lacking into her personal ability to care for self. She can voice her needs. Speech is clear. Orientation generally x2.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Seated in wheelchair. She can propel it. She has no LEE. Fair neck and truncal stability when seated and she is weightbearing.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Hypoproteinemia. T-protein/ALB were 5.4/2.7. One can Ensure q.d. ordered. Daughter will provide.

2. Hypothyroid. TSH is 0.60 on 112 mcg levothyroxine q.d.
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3. Anemia. H&H are 10.6 and 32.9 on 03/20/23. During hospitalization, they were 10.8 and 33.4 so about at baseline.

4. Thrombocytopenia. Platelet count is 133K. Last check was 161K. No evidence of bruising or bleeding.

5. General care. Continue with what she is doing. Reassured her once she is out, she can sit outside as she is getting *_________* fever and daughter is a big support to her.
