CC: Lab review.

HPI: An 80-year-old with end-stage unspecified dementia and BPSD in the form of anxiety, agitation and care resistance, seen today, she is lying in bed, napping and the care aide is in room with her. She states that the patient did not sleep much last night, so she has been napping off and on most of today. I was able to examine the patient without her moving or speaking. The patient has topical Haldol that she receives and is aware that she has not gotten it today; apparently, they let her run out, so hospice was contacted, it was entered to one point I was able to sign off on it, so she should be getting it this evening. The patient’s caregivers generally do things for her during the day and they frequently need staff direction, which is acceptable. The patient is total assist and she can be agitated and irritable if not getting things on her terms.
DIAGNOSES: End-stage unspecified dementia, BPSD, agitation, anxiety/care resistance, chronic pain, HTN and dysphagia.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 03/29 note.
ALLERGIES: BACTRIM.
DIET: Regular, soft. Ensure one can q.d.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Frail elderly female, sleeping quietly.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 105/77, pulse 97, temperature 98.4, respirations 16, O2 sat 97% and weight 112 pounds.
CARDIAC: Distant heart sounds. Regular rate and rhythm, could not appreciate MRG.

ABDOMEN: Scaphoid. Hypoactive bowel sounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She has got generalized sarcopenia, decreased muscle mass and motor strength.
SKIN: She has just decreased integrity with scattered bruising.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Followup of post UTI treatment; she had an E. coli UTI , received 1 g Rocephin IM and that appears to have done the job for her, she is back to her baseline.
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
