CC: Cognitive decline.

HPI: An 89-year-old with Alzheimer’s disease who lives in AL, but it has been notable cognitive decline over the past several months. The patient gets lost going to her room, has to be redirected when out in the larger day area. Staff will sit with her put her in an activity so that she is preoccupied; she does not know where to go or what she should be doing. Recently, there have been a couple of episodes and all of this within the last five days, walking out of her room into the hallway without clothing, but unaware of it and then walking into a male resident’s room without clothing on and having to be retrieved by staff. She did not understand when he was telling her that she needed to leave his room. She is also followed by Valir Hospice and the hospice nurse informs me today that for the last three days she has found soiled adult briefs that the patient puts in her chest of drawers and yesterday as well as today she had bowel movements in the garbage can and that did not seem to be wrong for her. All these behaviors are familiar end-stage dementia behaviors and I have spoken with staff and they comment that she has to be prompted and cued as to getting dressed and getting undressed and then for mealtime. I contacted her son/POA Danny Burks and informed him of the above. He states that he wants to talk with his sister Diana Kennedy as they do make decisions together and that is reasonable. I spoke with the ED, there is bed availability, one bed and I recommended to them to look at it sooner than later and we will see; they have my cell phone number if the sister needs information.
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
