HPI: A 72-year-old with a history of schizophrenia and DM II, on several BPSD medications, was noted to be sitting at the dinner table by himself before meal service and having a slight shaking of both hands and then within a few minutes when I was called to come check him, he had just what appeared to be status epilepticus. He made eye contact, he appeared frightened, not able to talk and no evidence that he had urinated on himself, but was in clear emotional distress. EMSA was contacted and have arrived to take the patient. We were not able to get vital signs due to his movement and he did have increased salivation. Family will be contacted and they can follow up at the ER. I will contact his daughter.
