CC: Lab review.
HPI: A 73-year-old with end-stage Alzheimer’s disease and parkinsonism was reclined in her Broda chair in the day room and she was sleeping quite comfortably. She is stable. No changes since seen a week ago.
DIAGNOSES: End-stage Alzheimer’s disease, parkinsonism, anxiety, depression and OA.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.
DIET: Regular with chopped meat.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is resting comfortably in no distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 142/94. Pulse 85. Temperature 96.0. Respirations 20. Oxygen saturation 94%. Weight 130.6 pounds.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Hypoproteinemia mild. T-protein is 5.8, albumin WNL at 3.7. Protein drink q.d. recommended.

2. CBC review. Some very insignificant abnormalities as far as differential. Otherwise, no treatment indicated.
