HPI: An 88-year-old female who I saw as a new patient in February. Thereafter, family decided to return to her previous PCP and now they want her seen by me. She had a cough at the beginning of the week and it was not until after I was already done seeing patients earlier this week that I was requested to see her, but unable to. Today, she is pleasant and cooperative. She has dementia that is more evident today than previously. She looks about. She just smiles at whatever is said, not able to give information, but she smiles. She is cooperative and pleasant. When asked about her cough, she had to stop and think and she said she thinks it is better. She stated that she had a lot of phlegm and when asked to describe it, she said it was just clear or white. She denied having any fever or feeling sick. She also brought up having eye drainage that just bothered her because she kept having to dab at her eyes. She was not sure if there is any itchiness. She could not remember if she had a history of allergies. 
DIAGNOSES: Unspecified dementia, reported cough with clear sputum and eye pruritus, HTN, OA, HLD, aortic valve stenosis, and GERD.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

MEDICATIONS: Aricept 10 mg q.d., Lasix 40 mg q.d., lisinopril 10 mg q.d., Toprol 50 mg q.d., KCl 20 mEq q.d., and Crestor 20 mg h.s. 

ALLERGIES: SULFA.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Well groomed, alert and cooperative female.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 112/53, pulse 52, temperature 98.2, respirations 18, and weight 156.2 pounds.
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HEENT: Her conjunctivae are clear. I did not see any eye drainage or evidence of matting. Her nares are patent. Moist oral mucosa.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields clear. She did not cough the entire time I saw her.

CARDIAC: She has a systolic ejection murmur throughout the precordium. No rub or gallop noted at a regular rate.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: The patient is weightbearing. She uses a walker. She is slow, but steady and upright. No LEE. 

NEURO: She makes eye contact. She smiles. She generally smiles at any comment made, not able to give information without a lot of repetition. She does not ask questions.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Seasonal allergies with symptoms. Zyrtec 10 mg q.d. Continue eye tearing, Visine one drop per eye OU q.a.m. with a p.r.n. dose available.
