CC: Fall followup and cough with congestion.

HPI: An 85-year-old female seen in room. She was sitting on the couch quietly and I told her that I heard that she had fallen and had a little bit of skin issues. She showed me something on her knee that was red and round and then she has some mild abrasion on her forehead. The patient had a UA on 04/17/23 that was E. coli positive susceptible to Nitrofurantoin, which was started one p.o b.i.d. x5 days and then on 04/19/23 nitrofurantoin 50 mg h.s. for prophylactic therapy was started. Patient is in good spirits Denied anything significant related to her fall.

DIAGNOSES: Dementia without BPSD, gait instability, uses a walker in room and wheelchair for distance.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 03/15/23.

ALLERGIES: Unchanged from 03/15/23.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient seated comfortably in room. She is alert and engaging.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She ambulates in her room with her walker. No LEE and wheelchair for distance transport. She was in her room trying to do something without using her walker when the fall occurred.

NEUROLOGIC: Orientation x2-3. She has to reference for date and time. Her speech is clear. She has a sense of humor. She likes to socialize, but clear evidence of short and long-term memory deficits, which she also is aware of.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Fall. Minor skin abrasions. No muscular or joint pain. Really nothing further to do except reminded to use her walker.

2. History of recurrent UTIs, now on prophylactic therapy.
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
