CC: Fall followup.

HPI: A 76-year-old who had fallen in her room. She was walking independently lost her balance and hit her head and went to IBMC on 04/22/23. Returned with diagnosis of closed head injury. She had a CT with no acute changes. She also has some residual pain in her left arm and shoulder with pain with any ROM attempts. I asked her about that today she stated that that has gotten better. There may be a little soreness but she can still move and use that limb.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: She is alert in her wheelchair that she propelled for one room to the next. She has lower extremity edema trace dorsum of her feet and ankles. She moves her arms and did not seem to have any discomfort while use them to propel her manual wheelchair or to palpation.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 112/48, Pulse 63, Temperature 97.9, Respirations 18, O2 sat 94%.

NEUROLOGIC: Eye contact at her baseline. Speech and information giving capacity.

SKIN: She has a few abrasions that are healing. No evidence of any infection.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Fall followup that required an ER visit. No acute CNS changes. She just needs to be a bit more careful walking around by herself. She has gotten away with it on multiple occasions, but injury when she did not.
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
