CC: Dry eyes.
HPI: A 99-year-old who states that recently she has felt that her eyes have been dry. She tried eye drops to see how that would make her eyes feel and she found that her vision also improved. So she would like to try routine artificial tears. I told her it is reasonable that if she has got dry eyes it is going to affect the clarity of her vision. At 99 years old she does not have to wear classes and does not want to start squinting now.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from last note.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: She is alert and pleasant able to give information.

HEENT: Bilateral conjunctivae with just very mild injection. No drainage. Nares patent. Moist oral mucosa.

NECK: Supple.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Gets herself around in her manual wheelchair for short distances but transported for long and no LEE.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Dry eye syndrome. Artificial tears two drops per eye b.i.d.
